Having experienced the reduction to 20mph recently on many of Edinburgh's roads, it has made me feel
much safer as both a driver and a cyclist. Joining traffic from a side road is much easier as the relative
speeds are closer, I've noticed no discernible change in the time it takes me to get around the city as most
time is spent at lights/in queues than in actually driving at the speed limit. Whilst few seem to respect the
20mph limit, it appears to me to have reduced typical speeds to nearer 30, rather than 40 when the roads
were 30mph limit.
