Please explain the reasons for your response 
I lived in Brighton (England) for 10 years before moving to Scotland. During my time there a 20mph speed 
limit was imposed on much of the city. It was ignored by many drivers, commonly believed by locals to be 
an unenforcable waste of the local council's time and resources. The roads did not feel safer in any sense. 
Research conducted showed that it had a negligible on reducing the speed people drive, only being 
affective on roads designed to carry traffic at that speed (narrow streets in congested areas). Much of 
Dufftown's roads are not designed in this way, they are far more spacious and less congested than 
Brighton's. In my opinion it is not a reduction in the speed limit which is needed, but better enforcemen t of 
the current one. If a 20mph limit is introduced and not stringently enforced the result will be that some 
people will observe it, and others who already ignore the current limit will drive more dangerously 
attempting to overtake them. A 30mph limit is  entirely appropriate for the flow of traffic in Dufftown, if we 
wish to prevent potential accidents we should look to enforce the limit we already have, not to introduce a 
new one which has shown itself to be ineffective in other areas of the UK.
