Environmental Benefits There is also a number of studies into the effect of vehicle speed and air quality,
e.g. an Evaluation of the Estimated Impacts on Vehicle Emissions ofa 20mph Speed Restrictionin Central
London, by Transportand Environmental Analysis Group of Centre for Transport Studies, Imperial College
London which noted: « "It is concluded thatit would be incorrectto assume a20mph speed restriction
would be detrimental to ambientlocal air quality, as the effects on vehicle emissions are mixed." The
report noted that air quality was dependenton a number ofissuesincluding vehicle type, driver behaviour
and road conditions, e.g. whether or not there is traffic calming. However, as noted above, the
environmental benefits ofa modal shiftand behaviour change to active travel could see real improvements
in air quality. Health Benefits The health benefits from the introduction of reduced speed are also well
documented. There are positive reductions in the number ofaccidents and the associated reduction in
casualtyseverity. However, the health benefits should notbe solelyattributed to accidentreduction and
the positive benefits associated with an increase in active and sustainable travel should als o be
considered.

There needs to be dedicated additional staffto undertake this work. The team would be required to
process legislation and anyofficial consultation thatwould be required. Following this the team will be
required to amend anyon street signs and markings. As previouslynoted, a national education exercise
will also be required. It is unlikelyto increase costs to the motorists and mayresultin positive reductions in
insurance premiums as severityof accidents and reductions in vehicle damage reduce payouts. Financial
and emotional costto society at large will also be reduced for the reasons above.
